« Submit a transcript to verify your GPA. GPA must be clearly visible or highlighted. An unofficial transcript in PDF or Word
format is acceptable.

« Submit an essay of up to 500 words describing how the applicant would help in the future to advance the chiropractic
profession in the state of Ohio.

« A letter of recommendation that is an academic-based reference letter from a college official or faculty member. This letter
should come from an official who can speak to the applicant's leadership and involvement in his/her school. Recommenders
may submit letters directly to the Ohio State Chiropractic Association.

« Submit a current resume or CV.

A completed application consists of an application form, transcript with GPA value, essay, letter of recommendation, and a
resume/CV.
